NON-FEDERAL WFO PROCESS:

· Most conditions applying to Federal WFO also apply to Non-federal work.  

· Work which involves either a foreign owned company or a foreign government must first be approved by DOE-HQ.  The DOE-ID WFO Administrator is the interface for submitting requests to DOE-HQ.  This policy ensures consistency with international agreements and foreign policy objectives.  

· Once approval has been received from both the Contractor and the DOE-ID Field Office, a Terms and Conditions (T&C) Contract is prepared and sent to the Sponsor along with an invoice for upfront payment.  The T&C document contains the DOE directed conditions under which WFO may be performed by the Lab in behalf of private entities.  When this contract is signed and returned and the Sponsor’s funding has been received by the Contractor and put into the financial system, work may commence.  

· Work performed in behalf of Bechtel,  or BWXT Companies follow the same pattern as above, except that a Master Task Agreement has been prepared and signed at top levels of the company that covers all T&C for work performed by Lab employees on the parent companies behalf.  Special pricing agreements are also in place when a project qualifies as a Corporate Funded Research and Development (CFRD) project.
