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Modification No. 117 

 

 
The purpose of this modification is to definitize previously authorized work appropriated under 
the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Pub. L. 1115 (ARRA), by Modification 
No. 097.  The ARRA scope of work shall be performed within the negotiated estimated cost and 
funding available under the contract.  The ARRA work period of performance is April 15, 2009, 
through September 30, 2011.  Except as modified by the terms of this modification, all other 
provisions and/or clauses in the contract remain unchanged.   
 
Section B.3 TOTAL CONTRACT TARGET COST, FEE, AND COMPLETION DATE - is 
not changed as result of this modification. 
 
Section B.2 CONTRACT FUNDING PROFILE – is not changed as a result of this 
modification. 
 
Section B.9 OBLIGATION OF FUNDS – is not changed as a result of this modification.   
 
Section B.5 ITEMS NOT INCLUDED IN TARGET COSTS is modified to include the 
following ARRA scope: 
 
A. CPP-601/627/640 Post-Closure Resource Conservation and Recovery Act 

Requirements (RCRA) 
 
Removal and grouting of the CPP-601/640/627 structure. Under the requirements of the 
Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), this grouting action then requires postclosure 
monitoring of the grouted monolith. The scope consists of preparation and submittal of the Phase 
II closure plan, which will include final approval as a RCRA Class 1 permit modification 
request; selection of wells for the groundwater well network; monitoring to establish background 
concentrations; and modification of the existing post-closure permit to add this facility. In 
addition, this scope includes programmatic activities performed by Environmental and 
Regulatory Services to support waste characterization sampling, compliance reporting, and air 
modeling for other Idaho Cleanup Project (ICP) ARRA projects. 
 
The estimated cost is $1,791,208 and the fixed fee is $124,584.   
 
B. Advanced Mixed Waste Treatment Project Low Level/Low Level Mixed Other 

Waste (AMWTP LL/LLMW) 
 
Transfer of AMWTP LL/MLLW and/or mixed low level waste (MLLW) for storage, 
repackaging, transport, and treatment at the Idaho Nuclear Technology and Engineering Center 
(INTEC), and off-site disposal of this waste. This waste includes an estimated 1,970 ft3 (55.8 
m3) of LLW and/or MLLW (including alpha-contaminated waste) retrieved from the AMWTP.  
 
The estimated cost is $2,718,229 and the fixed fee is $189,434.   



 
C. Program Management 
 
Program management, mobilization and demobilization efforts under ARRA.  The estimated cost 
is $4,975,811 and the fixed fee is $345,232.   
 
CONTRACTOR'S STATEMENT OF RELEASE:   In consideration of the modification 
agreed to herein (and pursuant to Mod. 097) the parties agree that the work described above is 
properly definitized and fully funded.  By executing this modification, the Contractor hereby 
releases the United States of America, its political subdivisions, and its officers, agents and 
employees from any and all liability, claims, equitable adjustments and known impacts arising 
under Mod. 097 and/or the work described above, and this modification, as of the date of 
execution of this modification.  The total price for this work is $10,144,498.
