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	General Scope Statement:

The scope for this activity provides the basis for the Idaho National Engineering and Environmental Laboratory (INEEL) Research and Development (R&D) organizations to integrate and coordinate within its own organizations and with the INEEL’s Environmental Management (EM) Program.  For the purposes of this effort, technology is broadly defined to include environmental investigations, engineered systems or adaptations, processes, and knowledge.  The capabilities of the Subsurface Science, Advanced Waste Management Solutions, and Environmental Stewardship Initiatives are coordinated to ensure continuity in addressing INEEL EM Program requests and Department of Energy (DOE) closure site requests for applied science and engineering.    Through this work package, the INEEL will also support the Bechtel complex-wide technology exchange by attending quarterly meetings at different locations to coordinate technology activities across Bechtel-managed DOE sites.  The scope is organized into three areas environmental science and technology information resource, R&D/Operations integration, and technology outreach and tasks discussed below.

Environmental Science and Technology (S&T) Information Resource

The INEEL S&T Business Coordination (S&TBC) will gather and maintain information resources that include technology data (images; descriptions; development, demonstration, and deployment information; points of contact; and other related information) to support data calls that come from the congressional delegations , DOE, industry, and Bechtel BWXT Idaho corporate partners.  In order to maintain this resource S&TBC will work with INEEL’s scientists, engineers, private investigators, and project personnel to gather the data listed above.  This information provides the INEEL environmental technology “corporate knowledge” and is used in many different formats including, but not limited to, spreadsheets, presentations, and as part of the technology outreach tasks exhibits, posters, pamphlets, and factsheets.  Having this information provides the INEEL with a point of contact in regards to environmental S&T.  Activity tasks are listed below.

     - Maintain accurate knowledge of all INEEL environmental S&T development and utilization to support information requests.

     - Manage customer data calls by gathering, sorting, and presenting S&T information in a variety of ways (spreadsheets, databases, presentations) to meet various customers’ needs.

R&D/Operations Integration

The S&TBC provides the basis for INEEL R&D and R&D/Operations integration.  Under the premisis of integration S&TBC will gather and document the information needed for INEEL’s environmental R&D projects to demonstrate defensible relevancy to the customer problems they are trying to solve.  This includes facilitating discussions with the customer and understanding the problem well enough to communicate with INEEL’s scientists and perform a R&D project relevancy review.  The S&TBC coordinates across directorate and division lines INEEL responses to requests for environmental S&T proposals.  This includes working with INEEL scientists and engineers to get technical information into the requested format.  S&TBC will coordinate INEEL S&T activities to provide a unified approach in supporting the Bechtel complex-wide technology exchange and DOE closure sites.  Activity tasks are listed below.

     - Enable INEEL R&D projects to demonstrate defensible relevancy to customers needs.

     - Investigate and coordinate opportunities to increase operation efficiencies through the application of S&T.

     - Coordinate INEEL response to requests for environmental S&T proposals which cross directorate and division lines.

     - Coordinate INEEL S&T to address external customers requests.

Technology Outreach

S&TBC and Communication Program Liaisons from the Environmental Technology and Engineering and Environmental and Energy Sciences divisions develop products (exhibits, posters, pamphlets, and factsheets) to promote INEEL’s S&T successes and provide visibility for INEEL’s R&D projects at relevant conferences and events.  Developing these products involves working with INEEL scientists, engineers, project managers, and graphic artists to create high quality graphics and language while ensuring the technical information is correct.  These products are distributed to the congressional delegations, DOE, industry, and Bechtel BWXT Idaho corporate partners.  Activity tasks are listed below.

     - Promote INEEL S&T successes by interfacing with R&D PIs and EM project managers to document projects and the S&T used to make the project successful.

     - Provide appropriate visibility to INEEL environmental R&D by attending relevant conferences and events and by preparing support material such as displays, posters, factsheets, pamphlets, etc.
