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The contract is modified as follows:
B.3 ESTIMATED COST AND AVAILABLE FEE for AMWTP

For the period May 1, 2005, through April 30, 2008, the total estimated cost is increased
$6,795,600, from $388,101,397 to $394,896,997; and the total available fee is $48,650,000. For
the period May 1, 2006, through April 30, 2008, the total estimated cost is increased $6,795,600,
from $238,000,000 to $244,795,600; and the total available fee is $22,000,000.

BBWTI shall continue to segregate the cost for the AMWTP work separate from the Idaho
Completion Project costs. In addition, BBWI shall segregate the costs for the WMF-636 Fire
Sprinkler Head Replacement and AMWTF Plant Upgrades separately from the other AMWTP
work.

The total available fee is unchanged as a result of this modification.
